He said, ñYeh, Itôs bad but Iôve got my 
health and my kids are healthy and thatôs all that mat-

ters!ò  Wowð-it was one of those, ôthanksðI needed thatô mo-
ments for me!  I was thankful for his comment and have tried to let 
that direct my actions in the days that followed.  Wet weather and 
the inability to harvest this yearôs crop in a timely manner are big 
issues--but we need to focus on what really matters and how to 

deal with it.  As we ended October, the sun was shining. Our plan 
is to move forward!  We  understand the issues of high moisture, 
poor field conditions, grain quality concerns, and shorter days.  
Mechanical breakdowns will occur both on the farm and at the 
elevator, so it will be a challenge on some days for folks to control 
their emotions.  Improved technology and bigger iron may have 
given us a sense of ôpowerô but in these circumstances, we must 
be patient and understand our capabilities.  When things are go-
ing wrong, talk with your family about the issues and talk also 
about something that has gone well that week.  While working, eat 
healthy snacks to keep your energy level high, pray often about 
the issues and remember we are all in this together.

 Corn Storability   This yearôs corn crop is a 

mystery to all.  And in reviewing some recent 

information from Iowa State University, we 
know that test weight is a good indicator of 

corn storability.  Corn below 54 lb/Bu  test 

after drying should not be stored in to warm weather and 
should be dried to less than 15% moisture before storage 

of any duration.  Lighter corn will break more in handling 

also.  Corn normally gains about 0.25 lb/Bu per % of 
moisture removed, more with low temp drying and less if 

corn temps exceed 150 F.  We aer also learning that corn 

that has reached 150F or more in drying is more difficult 

to ferment in ethanol plants.  However, corn with test 
weights below 50 lb/Bu often increases test weight at a 

reduced rate.  Knowing what we do, this would not be a 

good year to take chances that wetter corn will keep and 
can be absorbed in the spring/summer.    

 Our harvest hours of operation will vary as a 

result of the weather and our ability to procure the incom-
ing grain.  Please check with us daily. Be safe & Thanks.

 Weaning time has arrived and know would be a good 
time to review your de-worming program for your cows and 
calves. The brown stomach worm is the main parasite that 
causes the most clinical and economic impact in are area 
today. Clinically this parasite of the stomach and intestine 
causes anemia, scouring, depression and even death. How-
ever the main effect of this parasitism is sub-clinical 
(symptoms and causes not readily observed), such as indi-
gestion and poor feed conversion, less than expected weight 
gain and decreased milk production in brood cows.  
 These brown stomach worms graze the lining of the 
stomach causing irritation and fluid loss, which interferes with 
the digestive function of the stomach. This causes 
ñheartburnò which causes the animal not to tolerate the feed, 
especially a grain ration. Feed conversion, body mainte-
nance, reproductive fitness and milk production is then com-
promised. Furthermore the immature larvae invade the gas-
tric glands (pits in the lining of the stomach), which disrupt the 
normal structure and function of these glands and com-
pounds the effects of the mature worm parasitism. 
 Adult brown stomach worms lay microscopic eggs, 
which are passed in the feces and hatch in the dung pats. 
These larvae then burrow in the ground or attach onto the 
surrounding grass feeding on the fungi in the soil and grass 
microorganisms causing ñpasture contaminationò. These 
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larvae develop to an infective stage in the early spring and 
late summer/early fall, and infect the cattle as they graze the 
grass. They then pass to the stomach of the host cow and 
infect her causing the problems discussed above. The lar-
vae can remain in ñarrested developmentò for four to five 
months effectively over-summering until late August to Octo-
ber before rapidly increasing in size emerging and causing 
problems at that time. In our area the larvae can do the 
same thing during the winter also. 
 To prevent occurrence of the effects of the brown 
stomach worm a strategic deworming schedule  to attack 
the parasite cycle on a seasonal basis prior to the occur-
rence of disruptive damage to the host. The schedule should 
include the following: (1) a de-wormer being given to the 
cows during the spring calving season and before summer 
pasture turnout to eliminate the parasite and stop ñpasture 
contaminationò. (2) a de-wormer given in the fall at weaning 
time to remove the inhibited larvae that over-summered in 
the host stomach.  
 Any of the following brand name de-wormers will 
remove the inhibited larvae present in the stomach:         
Valbazen, Safeguard, Synantic and Ivomec. 
Examining fecal samples is one way to check to see if a de-
worming program is removing the majority of these brown 
stomach worms.
