hose of you that have been using bulk pesticides, either by using one of our mini-bulk tanks or your own, need to know that there are new rules being placed on these tanks. Starting in August all tanks will need one-way valves and all the openings will need to be secured by a tamper-evident seal.  All mini-bulk tanks will need to be DOT approved and be approved by each product manufacturer. Record keeping on these tanks will also need to be kept for a period of three years. As your co-op works to upgrade and replace tanks, we ask that if you see a seal on a tank that you 
DO NOT
 break it. New laws will require us to have the tank cleaned and extra product left in the tank disposed. To prevent any unnecessary fees DO NOT break any seals. If you have problems with a tank this spring or summer, please call with questions.     
One area we 
have seen the least amount of effort towards weed resistance management
,
 is in soybeans.  Be thinking strongly about calling us to apply a pre-emerge herbicide on your soybean acres this spring right after you get done planting each field.  Most of these products must be put on before the beans are cracking the ground.
We are doing prepays for fall 2011 fertilizer for those of you who would like to lock in some fertilizer costs.

Several strategies can be used to help lower swine feed costs.

  Increase dried distillers 
(DDGS) levels to 30-40% in grow-
finish diets.  With current ingredients costs, DDGS inclusion at 30% can decrease total feed cost for grow-finish hogs by $10.00/head when properly balanced.

  Eliminate inorganic phosphorous.  High DDGS diets
,
 along with phytase
,
 can eliminate inorganic phosphorous from most grow-finish diets.  
3)
  Use synthetic amino acids.  A diet properly balanced for amino acids can reduce soybean meal use and lower total protein in diets.

Use fish meal substitutes in nursery diets.  Fish meal prices have increased dramatically, but can be efficiently and economically replaced by products such as Nutripro and Red Blood Cells.

  Check feeder 
adjustment.  Five percen
t feed waste will increase grow-
finish feed costs by $4.00/head.
Remember flies?
  It’s not on our minds now, but fly season is right around the corner.  The optimum time to start feed through (Clarifly, Altosid, Rabon) fly control programs is 30 days before flies emerge.   An early start prevents emerging pests from getting a jump start on your pest management program.  This year Clarifly will be added to all Land O’Lakes Purina Feeds milk replacers and calf starters.
