World weather problems, the weakening U.S. dollar, fantastic demand (especially in the export market) have supported these markets.  USDA’s production number released on October the eighth very much has underpinned both corn and beans.                 # 1 diesel is now available for delivery from our bulk trucks.  If you have not yet called in to get your diesel blended for the winter, please let us know as soon as possible.  We will have a supply of #1 diesel throughout the cold months.  All of our summer diesel will be blended to a winter blend within the next couple of weeks.  This includes our bulk truck deliveries and retail fueling sites.  This is done to prevent diesel gelling problems both in your farm tanks and equipment.  If you plan ahead, most problems will never happen.
